2. In the ‘Passes and certificates’ section, select ‘Request pass or certificate’.

3. The ‘Select a pass or certificate’ screen will open. Select ‘My Vaccine Pass’ and then
select ‘Continue’.

4. In the “Your details’ screen, enter the email address that your vaccine pass should be
sent to and select ‘Request pass’. A confirmation screen will appear.

5. You should get an email with your pass within 24 hours.

Select the relevant link in the email and download to your phone.

Your existing certificate should automatically update with the new extended expiry date.
